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AST MONTH I wrote about the ecumenical move- 
ment to unite the churches - by compromise of 
doctrines and practices. So now I would like to 

ask in retrospect - and answer: What about this 
whole church question - as it concerns I’OU? WHERE 
IS the original tvue Church which Jesus Christ founded 
-the one the living Jesus Christ STILL HEADS to- 
day? That is the question that haunted me, back in 
1926 and early 1927. 

I had been reared, like many of our readers, in 
one of the respected and older Protestant denomi- 
nations. From infancy I was taken to Sunday scliool 
and church. I was told that I was “saved” because I 
had a “birthright membership” in the church. I didn’t 
know much about what my church believed- but I 
don’t remember worrying about that. 

But by age 18 I lost interest, and seldom attended 
after that. On leaving school I entered the advertising 
profession. I was ambitious. I craved STATUS. So I 
worked hard, studied continually to improve my abili- 
ties, drove myself relentlessly toward that goal of 

Then, after nationwide occurrences totally beyond 
my control had twice taken businesses I had started, I 
was angered into an intensive study of the Bible for 
the first time in my life. So far as the Bible Lvas con- 
cerned, I had always said, “I just can’t UNDERSTAND 

the Bible.” 
Strange - I had always rrured understanding - 

but about other things. The Bible seemed to me a dry, 
dull, dead Rook that NOBODY could understand. I 
assumed, of course, that the churches had received all 
their beliefs, teachings and customs from the Bible - 
but then, I just had no interest in religion. 

But finally, early fall of 1926, I was challenged! 
I was doubly challenged! My wife had taken up with 
“religious faizn~iczs~?~” - that is, it seemed fanaticism 
to me! She claimed she found it I N  THE BIBLE -but I 
knew good and well that was impossible, because it

was a belief and practice utterly CONTRARY to the 
churches. 

“All these churches can’t be wrong,’’ I said. “They 
get their teaching from the Bible, and this fanaticism 
of yours is coiztrary to what they teach.” 

‘‘Well, maybe they teach cormury to the Bible, 
then,” my wife insisted, “because I got THIS out of the 
BIBLE !” 

Argument was no use. She said if I’d show her 
where the Bible taught differently, she’d give it up, but 
not otherwise. 

At the same time a sister-in-law challenged me 
in regard to the theory of evolution. I had never hap- 
pened to study evolution in school or college. She said 
I was just plain IGNORANT if  I didn’t believe in evolu- 
tion! This stung my pride! Ale IGNORANT? What an 
INSULT! 

“All right,” I ans\f,ered, “I’ll study into the evolu- 
tionary theory thoroughly, and if you’re wrong, as I 
know you are, I’ll PROVE IT to you, and make you eat 
tb 0s  e Z L ’ O  rds ! )’ 

I had always believed in GOD - though I knew 
little about Him, and just was not concerned about 
“religion.” Of course I had never researched the ques- 
tion deeply and thoroughly, to PROVE whether God 
exists, or whether evolution is true. Few ever have. 
I just took God for granted, and supposed evolution 
Ivas a false theory. Nearly all who believe either in 
God or evolution have assmzed their belief WITHOUT 

Rut  no longer for M E !  Nour I had to KNOW’! 

It became an almost night-and-day study of the 
Bible, and of in-depth research in books on evolution, 
geology, paleontology, biology, physics. I did research 
into radioactivity. That proved there had been no 
past eternity of matter, but CREATION! I studied the 
creation account in Genesis. It was a six months’ in- 
tensive research, often studying until 1 or 2 a.m. 
Rut in the end I PROVED the existence of GOD and the 
infallible inspiration of the Bible; I disproved the 

PROOF!

evolutionary theory and did make the sister-in-law “eat 
those words !” 

But in the argument urith my u.ife, I LOST! She 
was right. I was wrong. It was by far the bitterest pill 
to swallow that had ever confronted me.

entific” definition for life - you would 
find only some statements to the effect

Y o u  are a physical, temporal creature 
- eiz t iref)  dependent upon a metabolic 
process of muscles, nerves, sinews and 
bone - upon b!ood and air - upon 
food and water. You are a living organ- 
ism - a terribly fragile, temporary crea- 
ture. 

You’re h lADE of the elements of the 
poz ind .  Perhaps, in our modern SO- 

cieties, of food nicely served on “man- 
made” plates of fine china - we don’t 
like to think of the f a d  our food is liter- 
ally composed of so much “dirt” - and 
that w e  are, very literally, “dirt.”

Your Bible reveals the L I F E  of man is

The Certainty of Death  

You know several people who have 
died. Probably, some were V E R Y  close to 
you - and you cherish the memory of 
them - remembering the way they 
were, the things they said and did - 
their personality and character. Yet, 
they’re dead. 

In the modern, “chic,” God-rejecting 
world, death is IGNORED by most people. 
It’s something that “happens” once in a 
while to soldiers, or victims in automo- 
bile accidents, or elderly people, or can- 
cer patients, or those you read of in the 
newspapers. But most people simply d o  
NOT LIKE TO FACE death. The  idea is 
repugnant to them.

David was a man after God’s own 
heart. When David prayed, GOD HEARD. 

The  Psalms are, in many cases, actual 
prayers David prayed. One of those 
Psalms hears directly on the subject of

David was afflicted - in what exact 
way we don’t know. But he apparently 
was very N E A R  DEATH ! 

He cried out in Psalm 1 0 2 : l - 5 :  
“Hear my prayer, 0 Lord, and let my 
cry come unto thee. 

“Hide not thy face from me in the 
day when I am in trouble; incline thine 
ear unto me:  in the day when I call an- 
swer me speedily. 

“For my days are consumed like 
smo!;c, and my bones are burned as an 
hearth. 

“hfy heart is smitten, and withered 
like grass; so that I forget to eat my 
bread. By reason of the voice of my 
groaning my bones cleave to my skin.” 

Finally, lie cried out in verse 2..1, 
‘‘ . . . 0 my God,  tnhe vie riot n w q  in 
the midst o f  my days. . . .” 

David cried out to God t o  /erigthe?r 
his life - to snzv him from death ! 

And God Almighty ANXIYERED 
T H A T  PRAYER! 

David djdiz’t die as a p f m ~  inan. H e  
ruled Israel for forty years. Dar id  lived 
his full “three score and ten” and died 
at the age of 70. 

But the point is that David did D I E !  
In I Chronicles 29:28, we read this of 

David, “And H E  D I E D  in a 80od o/d nge, 
fnll  o f  d d p - ,  riches and honour: and 
Solomon his son reigned in his stead.” 

T h e  Apostle Peter was inspired to  
say: “Men and brethren, let me freely 
speak unto you of the patriarch David, 
that he is ROT]{ DEAD ANI) BURIED,  and 
his sepulchre is with us unto this 
d a y ,  . . for David IS h’OT ASCENDED 

I h v i d  lived a full life; God answered 
his prayers; he did have the mind of 
God (Acts 13 :22) .  

But David DIED - and he is still 

IR’7’0 THE €IEAVI:NS” (Acts 2 : 2 9 - 3 4 ) .  

dead. David is NOT in heaven. That’s 
what your Bible says. 

But W H Y ?  

W h y  did David d ie?  W h y  hasn’t he 
received his reward? Wil l  David ever be 
conscious again ? 

The Apost le  Peter Died 
Peter was one of the leading apostles 

in the New Testament Church! H e  was 
one of the Original Twelve disciples - 
handpicked by Christ. 

Peter K N E W  he was going to die! 
H e  said in I1 Peter 1 :13-15: “Yea, I 

think it meet, as long as I am in this 
tabernacle, to stir you up by putting you 
in remembrance; knowing that shortly I 
must put off this my tabernacle, even as 
our Lord Jesus Christ hath shewed me. 

“Moreover I will endeavor that ye 
may be able A F T E R  hlY DECEASE to have 
these things alw~ays in remembrance.” 

So Peter died. 
Yet, he wrote the book on HOPE. 
Peter hoped for the resurrection and 

the Kingdom of God.  But he certainly 
didn’t expect to receive it then. Peter 
himself said that Christians would not 
find the praise and honor they sought 
until the A P P E A R I N G  of Jesus Christ!

finished my course, I have kept the 
faith: Henceforth there is laid up  for 
me a crown of righteousness, which the 
Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me

Attack Upon Our Children 

I w m t  yo~i to note briefly, now, a 
fen. esamples of the method of attack 
iipon our children. I quote from the 
opening paragr‘iphs of the ancient 
history testhook (jf hfyers, used in 
many high schools : 

“1. The Aiztjqnjtj of i \ 1 0 2  - We 
do not know when man first appeared 
upon the earth. W e  only know that in 
ages long past, when both the climate 
and the outline of the continents were 
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very different from what they are at 
present, primitive man roamed over 
them with animals now extinct; and 
that, about 5000 B.C., when the his- 
toric curtain first rises, in some favored 
regions there were nations and civili- 
zations already venerable with age, and 
possessing arts, governments, and insti- 
tutions that bear evidence of slow 
growth through very long periods of 
time. 

“2.  The Prehistoric nrid the Historic 
Age - T h e  uncounted millenniums 
which lie back of the time when man 
began to keep written records of what 
he thought and did, and of what befell 
him, are called the Prehistoric Age. T h e  
comparatively few centuries of human 
life which are made known to us 
through written records comprise the 
Historic Age. 

“ 3 .  Hoics We Lenrrz About Prehistoric 
;Ilniz - How, in the absence of written 
records, are we to find out anything 
about prehistoric m a n ?  In many ways 
we are able to learn much aliout him. 
Thus, for instance, we  may regard 
existing savage and semi-savage races 
as representing the prehistoric state of 
the advanced races. As it has been put, 
what they now are, we once were.” 

Reverse of Fact 
This is a glaring example of false 

theory. T h e  savage of today represents 
N‘eReiieriitinn - not advancement. Yet 
this false supposition, antithesis of the 
truth, is used as evidence of a false con- 
cept. 

Itirsioi2s of Prehistoric 7’iine.r- 
The long period of prehistoric times is 
divided into different ages which are 
named from the material which man 
used in the manufacture of his weapons 
and tools. The  earliest epoch is known 
as the Paleolithic, or Old Stone Age; 
the following as the Neolithic, or New 
Stone Age; and the later period as the 
Age of Metals T h e  man of the 
Old Stone Age saw the retreating 
glaciers of the last great ice age, of 
which geology tells us. . . . T h e  length 
of the Old  Stone Age no one knows; 
we do not attempt to reckon its duration 
by centuries or millenniums even, but 
by gcological epochs. But we d o  know 
- and this is something of vastly 
greater moment than a knowledge of

the duration of the age - that the 
long slow epochs did not pass away 
without some progress having been 
ma& by primeval man, which assures 
us  that though so lowly a creature, he  
was a creature endowed with capacity 
for growth and improvement. Before 
the end of the age m:tn had learned to 
use fire.” 

Contemporary, NOT Successive 
These supposed successive cultures 

named from materials used, are even 
today, contemporary, and were not siic- 
cessi ve . 

Someday intelligent people will laugh 
at these fables, believed in as advanced 
science today. 

Can you reconcile these teachings 
with the veracity of Holy Scripture? 
Here, in a high school textbook, is a 
common example of the evolutionary 
concept as the basis of knowledge. T h e  
high school student is taught, not as 
theory, but as indisputable firrt, the 
imaginary existence of long geological 
ages - that our forefathers were low 
savage and semi-savage races, from 
which modern civilization has devcl- 
oped. Does the high school youth 
question the authority of such state- 
ments? Naturally not. He accepts 
them as truth. And thus the evolution- 
ary point o f  view is planted securely 
in his mind. He takes this concept for 
granted. A soling mind in which such 
basic ideas have been grounded is &ll 
prepared to accgi t  evoljuiion as such 
when‘he reaches his freshman year in 
college. 

T h e  Tools  of Science 
T h e  tools of modern science are 

O N S F R V A T I O N  and REASON.  Science, 
especially the natural and philosophical 
branches, is largely occupied with 
exj~liiiizirz~~ things observed. The  errors 
of science lie not in inaccurate obser- 
vation and measurement. T h e  mistakes 
and absurdities of science may be 
traced to  its uniform insistence of 
explaining and interpreting everything 
observed from the evolutionary concept. 

Dr. More, in his book, The Dogmn of 
I~?,oht iorz ,  well says : “Scientific men d o  
carefully sift the accuracy of observa- 
tions and nieasurements, while they are 
at the same time sirzgnlnrly ind i fere~z t  

townrd the nmrifest nbsiwdity o f  m n ~ y  
o f  the ‘scierztific’ hjpotheses.” 

I do not say that all science is false. 
Indeed, there is no conflict whatever 
between TRUE science and the Bible. 
True science is -Truth. And the Word 
of God is- Truth. Truth docs not con- 
tradict itself. Religion, indeed, owes 
much to modern science. T h e  more 
practical and mechanical branches of 
science have produced much which con- 
tributes toward our daily comfort, hap- 
piness, and well-being. 

W e  may well realize that, insofar 
as the modern scientist confines his 
efforts to pure observation and mcasure- 
nient, he is invariably careful, cautious, 
accurate, and trustworthy.

T h e  Scientists’ Mistake 
His tremendous mistake consists in his 

false REASONING? from the viewpoint 
which rejects the power of God, and the 
inspiration of the Holy Scriptures as 
the Word of God. “The fear of the 
ETERNAL is the BEGINNING of wisdom,” 
and of knowledge. W h e n  our learned 
scientist scoffs at the miracles of the 
Bible; when he denies to God the 
power to interfere in any supernatural 
way with the works of His own 
Creation, and “receiveth not the things 
of the Spirit of God,” which “are 
foolishness unto him”; then his vaunted 
“wisdom of this world is FOOLISHNESS 

with God.”  That, as nearly as I can 
express it, is the Bible definition of 
when we may accept the findings of 
science, and when they should be 
rejected. 

It is well for us to bear in mind that 
all of the phenomena of nature which 
our modern scientists explain from the 
evolutionary viewpoint are more ration- 
ally explained from the viewpoint of 
“the fear of the ETERNAL,” which is 
the ~ E G I N N I N G  of wisdom and knowl- 
edge.

The pity of it all is that, when the 

modern scientific movement was gencr- 
ated by such men as Copernicus and 
Galileo, humanity was groping in a 
degenerated age of darkness, ignorance, 
and superstition.

national inheritances of all nations: 
“When the ;\lost High divided to the 
iintioris their it2heritarzre, when He 
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separated the sons of Adam. He sef the  
boirnds of the people according to the 
number of the children of Israel” (Deut. 
32 :8 ) .  

It is well known that Abraham was a 
descendant of Shem.  And it was 
through Abraham and his descendants 
that God Almighty promised certain 
great spiritiral and PHYSICAL blessings.

Let us now consider some 
of these promises of the physical, mate- 
rial blessings which God solemnly 
promised to Abraham and to his descen- 
dants. 

W h a t  Did God Promise? 

Just what did God Almighty promise 
the patriarchs? Here are some of the 
more important of those dizjine prom- 
ises: 

1 ) Abraham’s descendants were 
prophesied to become “as the dust of 
the earth” (Gen. 13  : 16). This has never 
been fulfiiled in the ].en’s - the 
House of Judah - alone ! 

2 )  “Many nations” and “kings” were 
to descend from Abraham (Gen. 17:6).  
Certainly, the Iews alone have never 
comprised “many. nations.” 

3 )  These “nations” and “kings” 
would be born from. Abraham and 
Sarah through Isaac - not through 
Ishmael (Gen. 1 7 : 16).  

4 )  To Abraham, God said: “I will 
multiply thy seed as the stars of heaven, 
and as the s a d  which is upon the sea 
shore; and thy seed jhall possess the 
GATE of his enemies’’ (Gen. 22 : 17) .  

5 )  This promise was repeated to 
Isanr and Rebekah: “Be thou the mother 
of thoi{snrzds of millioizs, and let thy 
seed possess the gnte of those which 
hate them” (Gen. 24:60). Surely no 
one will argue that the ]e2iis have ever 
comprised thousands of millions ! 

6) Isaar, Abraham’s son, was divinely 
inspired to bless his son Jacob with this 
tremendous blessing: “Therefore God 
give thee of the deli, uf heaven, and the 
fcirtizess of the earth, and plenty of cotx 
and usirze: let pe(ip1e- serve thee, and 
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nations bow down to thee: be lord over 
thy brethren, and let thy mother’s sons 
bow down to thee: cursed be every one 
that curseth thee, and blessed be he 
that blesseth thee” (Gen. 27:28, 29). 

7 )  Now notice this fantastic promise 
which God made to Incob: “And thy 
seed shall be as the dns t  of the earth, 
and thou shalt spread abroad to the 
WEST, and to the EAST, and to the 
NORTH, and to the souT1-I” (Gen. 
28:14).  God predestined Israel to be- 
come great COI.ONISERS ! Jacob’s seed 
were to be “as the sand of the sea, 
which cannot be numbered for multi- 
tude” (Gen. 32 :12) .  

8) Later, God changed the name of 
JACOB - meaning “deceizw” or “sup- 
planter”-to ISRAEL-meaning “over- 
conzer with God” (Gen. 35 : IO) .  “And 
God said unto him, I am God 
Almighty: be fruitful and multiply; a 
natioiz and a COMPANY O F  NATIONS 

shall be of thee and KINGS shall come 
out of thy loins” (verse 1 1 ) .  At no 
time in their history have the lezi-s 
been a company of nations. 

Joseph’s Two  Sons 
9)  Joseph had two sons - one 

named Ephraim, the other i l f amsseh .  It 
was these two sons (Ephraim and Ma- 
nasseh) who were promised the great 
birthright blessing - the choicest mate- 
rial and physical blessings ever given any 
people ! 

“Reuben [was] the fi~stbortz of Is- 
rael. . . but, forasmuch as he defiled his 
father’s bed, his birthright was given 
unto the JOI?S of Joseph [Ephraim and 
Manasseh] the sons of Israel” ( I  Chron. 
5 : l ) .  

Notice carefully the blessing that was 
given to Ephraim and Manasseh. “He 
[Manasseh] also shall become a people, 
and he shall be grent: but truly his 
younger brother [EPHRAIM] shall be 
greater than he, and HIS  S E E D  SHALL 

BECOME A AlULTITUDE 01: N A -  
TIONS’ (Gen. 48:19). 

10) JOSEPH (remember, Ephraim and 
Manasseh were Joseph’s sons) was 
proFhesied to become “a friritfrrl buugh 
by a well” (Gen. ‘19:22). Verses 23 and 
24 show how other nations would in- ~, 

vade and utdv ap i l z s t  the descendants 
of Jcseph, but he would be given victory 
by his God. 

Ephraim was an ox or a ztnirorn. Inter- 
estingly, the people of Britain are re- 
ferred to under the symbol of “John 

11 ) The people of Israel were proph- 
esied to become a mighty people, 
ruled over by “a king” - having the 
strength of a UNICORN (Heb. o x )  and. 
were to be “as a great lion.”. 

“Behold, I [Balaam] have received 
commandment to bless: and He hath 
blessed; and I cannot reverse it. He  hath 
not beheld iniquity [or misfortune] in 
Jacob, neither hath He seen perverseness 
[trorrble] in Israel: the Lord his God is 
with him, and the shout of a KING is 
among them. God brought them out of 
Egypt; he hath as it were the strength of 
an micortz [Heb. ox] , . . . Behold, the ’ 
people [of Israel} shall rise up as a 
great lion, and lift up himself as a 
young lion: he shall not lie down until 
he eat of the prey, and drink the blood 
of the slain” (Num. 23:20-24). 

This remarkable prophecy was given 
by the false prophet, Balaam. Even 
though he had wanted to curse Israel, 
God forced him to prophesy the truth 
- to foretell these blessings to befall 
Israel. 

Judah - T h e  Lion 

12) JUDAH was prophesied to be the 
tribe which would produce the kingly 
line in Israel. “The sceptre [of a king] 
shall not depart from JUDAH, nor a law- 
giver {or ruler’s staff] from between his 
feet, until Shiloh [the Messiah] come; 
and unto Him shall the gathering of the 
people be” (Gen. 49:lO).  

“For Judah prevailed above his breth- 
ren and of him came the CHIEF R U L E R  

{or King]; but t he  birthright uws Io- 
seph’i” ( I  Chron. 5:2) .  

It was to be Judah,  as a tribe, which 
would be referred to as a “lion” because 
the “Lion of the tribe of Judah” (Rev. 
5 : 5 )  would later be born into this tribe. 
“JUDAH is a LION’S WHELP: from the 
prey, my son, thou art gone up: he 
stooped down, he couched as a lion, and 
as an old l ioiz; who shall rouse him up?” 
(Gen. 49:9.) 

Each of the Twelve Tribes of Israel 
anciently had its own standard, its tribal 
jjrnbol or coat of arms (see Num. 2:1- 

The tribal svmbol or standard of 
34) .  
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Bull” to this very day. And the unicorn 
(ox) is one of the two main symbols 
found universally on the coats of arms 
of the British Royal Family. 

The ensign, standard or tribal symbol 
of the tribe of [lidah from time imme- 
morial has been a LION.  And, surprising 
as it may seem to some, the real symbol 
of the tribe of Judah to this very day is 
not the “Star of David” (though Jews 
use this symbol today) but is the LION 

(see article “Flag” in [ewish Eizcy.) 
Before we can see how the aforemen- 

tioned prophecies have been fulfilled in 
the Anglo-Saxon-Celtic peoples of Brit- 
ain and the Commonwealth - and in 
the peoples of the United States and the 
democracies of northwestern Europe - 
we must briefly survey the ancient history 
of the people of Israel as mentioned in 
the Hebrew Scriptures. 

Israel’s First King 
Abraham was the father of Isaac. 

Isaac begat Jacob. Jacob had TWELVE 

SONS, and these sons became the found- 
ing fathers of the TWELVE TRIBES OF 

ISRAEL. 
In the fifteenth century B.C., Moses 

and Aarou led the people from their 
Egyptian bondage into the region of 
Sinai. Then forty years later /oshz/a led 
these same tic elzme tyibes of Israel across 
the Jordan river and into the Promised 
Land (Palestine) in 1446 B.C. 

TOMORROW’S WORLD 

After they had possessed the land of 
Israel for about 400 years, the nation of 
Israel began to yearn for a change of 
government. 

From the days of Moses until Sam- 
uel’s time they had been ruled directly 
by God’s appointed Judges. But, during 
the rule of Samuel, Israel desired to be 
ruled over by a hrmzaiz KING - like all 
the other nations round about them. 
Previous to this time God had been their 
Ruler - their King - and ruled them 
through His divinely appointed human 
Judges. 

“Then all the elders of Israel gathered 
themselves together, and came to Samuel 
unto Ramah, and said unto him, Behold 
thou art old, and thy sons walk not in 
thy ways: now make 14r a KING to judge 
us like all the nations” ( I  Sam. 8:4, 5 ) .  

Samuel was greatly dirpfeased by their 
request when they said, “give us a kisg 
to judge us.” “And Samuel prayed unto 
the Lord. And the Lord said unto Sam- 
uel, Hearken unto the voice of the 
people in all that they say unto thee: for 
they have not rejected thee, but they 
hnue rejected me, that I should not t e i p  
over them” (verses 6, 7 ) .  

Samuel was instructed by God to give 
the people what they wanted - a 
hzrmaiz king. But Samuel was also told 
to protest - telling them a human king 
would be bad for them. Such a king 
would take their sons and daughters

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f o r  h i s  s o l d i e r s  
and civil servants, 
would levy heavy 
taxeJ and would 
generally oppvess 
them (verses 9- 18). 

“N-ever the1 ess the 
people refused to 
obey the voice of 
Samuel; and they 
said, Nay; but we 
will have a king 
over us; that we 
also may be like 
all the nations; and 
that our king may 
judge us, and go 
out before us, and 
fight our battles..  . 
And the Lord said 
to Samuel, Hearken 
unto their voice, 
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and make them a k i n g .  . .” (verses 

It was not very long after Israel bud 
their own human king that they learned 
the full meaning of God’s warnings. 

Saul, a Benjamite, was first chosen as 
their human king ( I  Sam. 1 o : l ) .  He 
was very impressive, physically - was a 
mighty man who towered head and 
shoulders above the average Israelite 
(I  Sam. 9:1, 2) .  

But King Saul was a coward and a 
weakling. Instead of steadfastly obeying 
God, he feared the people, made ex- 
cuses, knowingly and delihtrately dis- 
obeyed God ( I  Sam. 13:1-14, 1 5 : l - 2 6 ,  
16: 1 ) .  So God vejected S a d  and his dy- 
nasty! 

Samuel was sent to break the bad 
news to the self-willed king: “And 
Samuel said to Saul, Thou hast done 
foolishly; thou hast not kept the com-‘ 
mandment of the Lord thy God, which 
He commanded thee: for now would 
the LORD have established thy kingdom 
upon Israel for ever. But now thy king- . 

dom shall not continue: the LORD HATH 

SOUGHT HIM A MAN [David) AFTER HIS ‘ 

OWN HEART, and the Lord hath com- 
manded him to be captain [king] over 
His people, because thou hast not kept 
that which the LORD commanded thee” 
( I  Sam. 13:13 ,  14) .  

19-22). 

David’s Everlasting Dynasty 

Like Saul, DAVID also made mistakes 
- some very serious ones. But unlike 
Saul, he quickly acknowledged and 
turned from them (repented) when his 
mistakes were pointed out (see I1 Sam. 
1 1 ,  1 2 ) .  In the main, his heart, his 
attitude, was right - and God looks 
upon the heart, not upon the outward 
appearance ( I  Sam. 16:7). 

God had inspired Jacob to prophesy 
that the KINGLY or REGAL line - “the 
scepfre” - would not depart from 
JUDAH (Gen. 49:8-12). 

David was a descendant of Jztdah. His 
wise, righteous rule over Israel caused 
God to confirm to him and his descen- 
dants the sreptre promise previously 
made to the tribe of Judah. 

God Almighty Himself promised that 
David would have a descendant to sit 
upon his throne throughout every gener- 
ation. Notice this amazing promise - 
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this prophecy regarding David’s throne. 
“My mercy will I keep for him for 

evermore, and my covenant shall stand 
fast with him. His seed also will I make 
to endure for  ever, and HIS THRONE as 
the days of heaven. . . . J \ f j  roz,eiimt 
will I not break, nor alter the thing that 
is gone out of my lips. Once have I 
sworn by my holiness that I will not lie 
unto David. His seed shall endure for 
ever, and hiJ THRONE as the sun before 
me. It shall be established f o r  w e r  as 
the moon, and as a faithful witness in 
heaven”! (Psalm 89:28-37.) 

Now, has God failed? Has H e  failed 
to keep His promise to David - that he 
would have a descendant upon his 
throne throughout all  eternity ? 

And has the Word  of God failed as 
given in Genesis 49:lO - “the SCEPTRE 

shnll i7ot depnrt f r o m  J U D A H ,  nor a Ian.- 
giver from between his feet, until Shiloh 
come”? 

Since God cannot lie, and His Word  
cannot be broken, these promises and 
prophecies have had to be fulfilled from 
David’s time (when the throne was first 
established in the trihe of Juo’nh) right 
on down to our tiinc. And this IS ex.ictly 
what has happened. A descendant of 
Jiidnh, and also the offspring of King 
Dnzd is, this very moment - in our 
very generation, sitting upon that throne 
- or eIJe the z’ery W o r d  of God is zin- 
frire! 
N o w  let us see just how these proph- 

ecies have been fulfilled. 

Israel Divided I n t o  TWO 
N A T I O N S  

W h e n  Solomon died, his son, Reho- 
bonm, began to rule. Rehoboam decided 
to iiirrense the tax burden even more 
than Solomon, and for this very reason 
teiz of the Tribes of Israel revolted (see 
I Kings 12: l -24)  and formed the 
“House of Israel.” Only the tribes of 
Jrdnh, Beirjniniii and some of the  Le- 
v i ta  remained loyal to the Throne of 
David, yet this maintained God’s prom- 
ise to David that he would always have a 
man sitting on his throne (see I Kings 

From that time forward Israel re- 
rnained as t v o  distinct nations. T h e  
southern kingdom, Judah, had its capital 
city at Jeri/Jdenz. The northern ten- 
tribed kingdom (or “House of Israel”)

11:9-13) .  

occupied the territory north of Jerusalem 
and had its capital at Snmaria. 

T h e  Bible is very explicit in showing 
that the kingdoms of Israel and Judah 
were separnte kiizgdomr from that time 
forward and frequently even fought 
against each other (see I1 Kings 16:6) .  

The  northern Kingdom of Israel (Sa- 
maria) was uprooted from the land of 
Palestine and drive.n into cnptizity by 
the Assyrians about 721-718 B.C. The 
entire population w a s  taken into captiv- 
ity to the general region of the Caucasus 
Mountains near the Black and the Cas- 
pian Seas. 

Several hundred years before the Ten 
Tribes of Israel went into captivity, 
King David numbered a11 the able- 
bodied men of Israel. “Joab reported to 
David the total number of the people 
who had been registered; all in ISRAEL 
amounted to ONE MLLION ONE H U N -  

DRED THOUSAND men-at-arms . . . (Joab 
had not counted Levi and Benjamin 
among them, for the king’s order was 
detestable to  h im)”  ( I  Chron. 21 :5-6, 
Moffatt trans.). 

Th i 7 1) i F t( )ricu I p.iss.ige rc-wCds that 
there WJS in the time of David a total o f  
1,570,000 able-bodied “men-at-arms” in 
lsrnrl A N D  J ~ d n h  - not including the 
tribes of Eeirjirmin and Letsj. 

So the total population of Israel at 
this timc, including the aged men, the 
women and children, must have been at 
least six or J E Z ’ P I I  millioJz! For it would 
be extremely rare for as many as one- 
bflh of the population of any country to 
he in military service at one time.

Ancient Britons Came From East 
History clearly reveals what happened 

to these many millions of lost Israelites 
- the so-called “lost tribes of Israel” 
(see Matt. 10:5,  6 ) .  All history is crys- 
tal clear in showing that the ancient pco- 
ples of northwestern Europe had come 
from the EAST - had, in fact, coine 
from the t ’ e q  riven where Israel went 
into captivity - from the area of the 
Black and the Caspian Seas ! 

These peoples of “lost” Israel h:id

King Zedekinh of Judah was the last 
descendant of David to sit uporl that 
Throne in Jndnh. Eventually he and all 
the nobles and his own princely sons 
were slain or died in Babylon (Jer. 
3 9 : l - 7 ) .

To this very day, “Jereminh’.r . . . ~  tom&’?> 
is believed to exist in Northern Ireland, 
near Enniskillen, on Devenish Isle in 
Loch Erne. 

It was in Ireland that the Royal House 
of David was next established. It ruled 
for centuries in Ivelmzd, then was trans- 
ferred to Scone in Scntlniid and then 
later to London, E)z,7la)id. 

Its-jn.-Lop_don, England that the very 
Throne-gf_Kk-g David still exists. The  
present Royal Family can trace their ge- 
nealogy (from England through Scot- 
land and Ireland) right back to Kings 
David and Solomon, who were of 
the tribe of Judah. This is a fact beyond 
all refutation ! 

T h e  T h r e e  Overturns  
Even the transferring of David’s 

Throne from Jerusalem, Palestine to 
London, England - via the three dis- 
t h c t  or’evtrtrxs - was prophcsied long 
ago - centuries before the birth of 
Jesus Christ. 

“And thou, profane uricked prince of

is low, and abase him that is high. I nrill 
ozfe;’tiiriz, ot*ei.twir, uzrertn,rir, it: and it 
shall be no more [overturned), until He 
[Shiloh, the Messiah) come whose right 
i t  is; and I will give it Him” (Ezek. 
2 1  : 2 5 - 2 7 ) .  

This plainly says God wc:uld overturn 
the throne three times and it would be 
overturnEd 120 17201’e U N T I L  Shiloh, in 
the person of  Christ, ivould come and 
claim that throne - which is rightfully 
His. 

When the royal male heirs to the I la-  
vidic throne died in Babylon, this left 
n o  direct mznle heirs to the Throne of 
David. Bat God had commissioned the 
prophet Jeremiah to  piill doi(,iz the 
Throne of David in Jerusalem, and to 
plant this same throne in Ireland. This  
aged prophet took some of the royal 
princesses from the Holy Land to Ire- 
land where one of these royal daughters 
of Zedekiah, Tea Tephi, o f  the Pharez 
branch of the Royal House of Judah 
married a prince of the Zarah Imnch of 
that same tribe (see Jer.

hiany Christian-professing people are 
ignorant of the simple fact that Jesus 
Christ was born to  sit upon the Throne 
of David - borx to be K I N G !

He told Pi- 
late: ‘‘,1fj Ki~igcJom i, lint o f  this 
I (  ~ i l i l ”  (verse 3 6 ) .  Christ knew H e  
would have to wait 2.000 long years kc- 
fore H e  could assume kingship in His 
K i n g d om. 

W h e n  will JCSLIS C.tirist actually he 
given power to sit upon the Throne of 
David and to rule the nations of this 
earth? This will occur at tlic sounding 
of the ser,enth (and last) trump! 

“And the serenth angel sounded; and 
there were great voices in heaven, say- 
ing, T h e  kiuRdonz.r o f  this i ~ ~ i . l d  are be- 
come the kingdoms of our Lord, and of 
His Christ; and H e  shall reign for ever 
and ever” (Rev. 1 1 : 1 5 ) .  

Even Dnidd prophesied of this same

T h e  prophet Zerhirr;lnh also wrote of 
this same momentous event. “And the 
LORD shall be KING over all the earth” 
(Zecli. 14:9). All nations sIiu11 go  up to  
JERUSALEM to “worship the Kivg, the 
Lord of hosts” (verses 16, 17) .  

Even Jereminh foretold this same 
Utcipian rule of the Messiah. “At that 
time they shall call Jernsnlevz the 
THRONE of the LORD; and all the na- 
tions shall be gathered unto it, to the 
name of  the Lord, to Jerusalem: neither 
shall they walk any more after the irnag- 
ination of their evil 1iex-t” (Jer. 3:17).

W h e n  W i l l  Christ Begin Reigning? 
Even Christ’s own disciples erro- 

neously “thought that the Kingdom of 
God shoulcl immedintely appear” (Luke 
19: I 1 ) . So Christ had to straighten them 
out by a parsble: “He said therefore, A 
certain nobleman (meaning Himself) 
went into a far country to receive for 
Himself KINGDOM and to return” 
(verse 1 2 ) .  Verse 1 5  refers to Christ’s 
second coming “having received the 
Kingdom.” 

But in spite of these very clear teach- 
ings, the disciples of Christ still didn’t 
realise that the actual establishment of 
the Kingdom of God upon this earth 
would be deferred for 2,000 years - so 
they asked Christ, after H e  was resur- 
rected: “Lord, wilt thou nt this time re- 
store again the kingdom to Israel ?” 
(Acts 1:6) .  Christ told them plainly: 
“It is not for you to  know the times or 
the seasons, which the Father hath put 
in His own power” (verse 7 ) .  

T h e  New Testament teaching is clear. 
Christ went about everywhere preaching 
“the GOSPEL OF THE KINGDOM OF 

GOD” (Mark 1 : 1 4 ) .  H e  taught the 
good 7zez~’s of the government of God 
from the beginning to the very end of 
His ministry. 

“Go ye into all the world, and preach 
the gospt l  [GOOD NEW‘S of the King- 
dom of God] to every creature” (Mark 
16:15), commanded Christ. 

The  very Work  of Almighty God - 
with which you have now come into 
contact - is doing this very thing. The 
WORLD TOMORROW radio and TV pro- 
grammes are fulfilling Christ’s commis- 
sion.

“In the inter- 
twining shapes there is n sr~gge~tioiz  of 
the humblest of all crowns,  the Crown 
of Thorns,” said its designer, Mr. 
Osman. 

Is it mere coincidence, or is it by 
Providence, that Prince Charles’ In- 
vestiture Crown was modelled in such a 
way as to  resemble the Crown of 
Thorns? Notice the MOCK Coronation 
Ceremony, on the eve of Christ’s death! 

“And they stripped Him, and put on 
Him a SCARLET ROBE. And when they 
had platted a CROWN OF THORNS, they 
put it upon His head, and A R E E D  (sym- 
bolizing a ruler’s staff or a .rcepire) in 
His right hand: and they bowed the 
knee before Him, and mocked Him, say- 
ing, Hail, KING of the leuis.’” (Matt. 
27:28, 2 9 ) .  

Notice these important points. They 
knew Christ said H e  was born to be a 
king. Christ was, in fact, a direct 
descendant of the Royal Line of the 
House of David !

ANSWER PRAYER? 
Why doesn’t God answer prayer today? Or does He? Can you 
be sure? Do you know anyone who continually receives answers 
to prayer - actual, concrete, demonstrable answers? Read in 
th is  article how you can make sure YOUR prayers will be 

answered.

H Y  doesn’t God answer my prayers?” 
Every minister has had this question 

thrust at him in the course of counseling with 
some of his congregation. At one time or another, nearly 
every member o f  the “Christian world” has asked himself 
the same question. Oftentimes the thought remains un- 
spoken simply because we would rather not have to acknowl- 
edge, even to ourselves, the lack of real answers to prayer 
in our lives. 

T h e  God of your Bible claims to hear and promises to 
answer the requests of His followers. W h y  then don’t many 
in our Christian society receive an answer to their prayers? 
Were thcse claims made only to people of ages gone by? 
O r  arc. they valid today? Can you, in 1969, expect this same 
God to fulfill the same promises? 

Are there any conditions imposed in order to  qualify 
to receive these promises? What  are the stipulations to be 
met before God will hear and actually answer your praycrs! 

Message Must  G e t  T h r o u g h  

When you go to the Western lJnion office to send a 
telegram, you are relatively confident your message will 
arrive at its destination. Bad weather or an accident may 
knock the line out temporarily and your message is delayed. 
But as soon as the lines are repaired, the message is delivered. 

T h e  same principle applies to our prayers to God.  W e  
are sending a message. Generally it is an urgent message- 
a request for help -- so we should be sure our lines of com- 
munication are operating properly. I f  the lines are “down” 
because we haven’t met the proper requirements, the help 
isn’t going to arrive. Therefore, we need to be sure we 
haven’t short-circuited or broken the lines. 

Surely ncne of us would kizoir%j$y sever his connec- 
tion with God. Yet in our Western world of Christianity, 
millions of us readily admit we rarely pray except at a time 
of severe crisis. Then we aren’t sure God has heard us and 
end up only hoping for an answer instead of actually ex- 
pecting cne. W e  haven’t severed our connection with God. 
W e  hat’e net’er’ FSTABLISHED one! 

Look at the conditions which exist between you and 
your God.  Have you made it a point to be in continual 
contact with Him so i f  there is ever a need, you can receive 

a speedy answer? O r  have your lines of communication 
deteriorated so badly that you don’t even expect a reply? If 
so, remember, the fault rcsts with you. 

God Has Not G r o w n  Senile 

One  c:f the first reasons or ways we break our contact 
with God is found in this message to ancient Israel, “Be- 
hold, the Lord’s hand i s  not shortened, that it cannot save; 
neither His ear heavy, that it cannot h e a r . .  .” (Isa. 59 : l ) .  
God hasn’t become so old and feeble with the passing of a 
few hundred years that He is impotent and no longer able 
or willing t o  act on the needs of His  people. Neither has He 
become so ancient of days and dull of hearing that H e  is 
:hIivious to our prayers. H e  simply hasn’t become senile 
and incapable of performing as in the past. 

Continuing in Isaiah 5 9 : 2 ,  “But YOUR INIQUITIES have 
separated between you and your G d ,  and your sins have 
hid H i s  face from you, h a t  H e  ud l  not  heat..” 

O m  PRAYERS AREN’T ANSWERED BECAUSE OF OUR 

SINS!  It is our personal and national sins which have with- 
held the Creator’s intervention from us. It is an eternal truth 
that God won’t hear sinners. This message was given to 
Israel and then repeated to the people of Christ’s time. It 
is ageless and has been recorded for our admonition as 
Christians today. “Now we know that GOD HEARS NOT 

S I N N E R S :  but if any man he a worshipper of God, and 
doeth H i s  will, him He hears” (John 9:31). 

Sin is the transgression of the laws of God ( I  John 
3:4). W e  break our relationship with God and fracture our 
lines o f  contact by disobeying the very One  to whom we 
make our requests. Then we wonder why our prayers aren’t 
answered. The  solution i s  obvious. If we want an answer to  
prayer, we must first honor the only One  who is capable of 
granting our needs. Obedience to His way of life and to His 
laws honors Him. That obedience removes one of the biggest 
obstacles to our receiving an answer to prayer. 

More Keys to Receiving Answers 

Once we begin to obey God, we also begin to apply 
a second principle needed in order to receive a response - 
WE MIJST SEEK GOD’S W I L L .  It is easy to pray and parrot the 
words “thy will be done.” It is much more difficult to set 
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aside every carnal and selfish desire and 
h f E A N  WITH ALL. O U R  H E A R T  to seek 
God’s will. 

Our carnal nature will lead us astray 
unless we realize how deccitful our 
heart is. Any prayer offered to God or 
soliciting His aid must be in keeping 
with His way of life. We can’t ask for 
someone else’s misfortune or pray for 
prohlems to befall our fellowman. We 
can’t pray with only a selfish motiva- 
tion and expect to be heard. To he 
answered, our request must be in accord 
with God’s desire for LIS and the rest 
of mankind. 

Jesus Christ was cum/ ;.I our pcrfect 
example in everything He did. 

H e  said, “I can of mine own self d o  
nothing: as I hear, I judge: m d  my 
judgment is just; beriui.ie I .ieek iiot 
vzjue owti firill. but the will of the 
Father which hath sent me” (John 
5 : 3 0 ) .  

W h a t  is the “will of G o d ” ?  How 
can you know whether or not you are 
actually seeking His will? 

“For this is good and acceptable in 
the sight of God our Saviour; iisho iisill 

hntse d l  meii t o  be .imed, and to come to 
the knowledge of the truth” ( I  Tim. 
2 : 3 - 4 ) .  God’s will then is that ALL 

OF T H E  TRUTH il.hirh prndures J ~ I W  
fioii .  God’s Word  - THE Bm1.E - 
points out the way to salvation and is 
the source of all truth (John 17:  t 7 ) .  

A Christian comes to understand 
more of God’s will by unilerstanding 
more of the Bible. It pinpoints what 
His will is in every facet of human 
life. It gives instruction on how to have 
a happy married life. It directs parents 
in the proper methods of child rearing. 
And the Bible tells all mankind how 
t o  conduct itself t:nvard God and man. 

A f r / ( l ~ ,  roiireried Chi.i.rtiaii will be 
nut only seeking but deeply desiring to 
live according to God’s will as it is 
manifested in the Bible. He  ill want 
God’s way - in everything. H e  will 
seek to overcome “the way that seems 
right to a man” and will attempt to live 
every moment as Jesus Christ would. 
All of his prayers will be made with 
the knowledge of God directing him. 
A real Christian will want what God 
wants and if he has any doubt, will

strive to find exactly what is right from 
God’s Word.  The  result is continunl 
acknowledgement of his requests. Con- 
crete answers to his prayers. 

We Must Ask in Faith 

In our modern-Jay society, thou- 
sands of people have real faith in the 
ability o f  a Don hlereclith or Joe 
Namath to connect with their p a s  
receiver on a tout-hdown play. T h e  
reason? They have seen them in action 
eirery Sunday afternoon on television. 
They haire faithfully followed the st‘itis- 
tics uf  the game and know what their 
favorite quarterback’s ability is. Thej 
i ~ i n i i 8  their  inmi. 

These same people as well as most 
churchgoers would find it difficult to 
have a deep abiding assurance that the 
great hfastermind of all lifr’s plays is 
capable of  delivering their needs as they 
go through the game of life. The  
reason? We haven’t heen diligent in 
following our God.  W e  don’t know the 
stdtistics in the record book. W e ,  and 
Christianity as a Lvhole, haven’t read 
and talked enough ahout the past per- 
formance record. Too M A N Y  or us 
DON’T KNOW O U R  GOD! 

How then can we expect Him to 
produce the desired result ? Oftentimes 
we aren’t too sure  He exists. Or if we 
claim to know He exists, we frequcntly 
only hope we will receive ‘1 n answer to 
prayer. Hope isn’t enough. 

“But without faith it is impossible to 
please him: for he that cometh t o  God 
m ~ r t  belieite thnt H e  ir, and that He 
is a rewarder of them thclt diligently 
seek Him” (Heb. 11:6). If we aren’t 
sure H e  ii, we certainly can’t he sure 
He will grant our requests. 

How then d o  you receive the faith 
which guarantees an answer? What  is 
faith? Can we “drum it up” by think- 
ing positively? Or do we sit back and 
wait for it to  occur? 

Faith is a product. It is the result 
of diligence in seeking Go:l’s will. “So 
then faith comes by hearing, and hear- 
ing by the word of  God” (Rom. 10: 
17 ) .  W h e n  we diligently search the 
record book (God’s W o r d ) ,  we learn of 
His past performance and ability to 
deliver what H e  promises. The Bible 
shows how H e  has produced under 

pressure. There are hundreds of exun-  
ples o f  past prayers which have heen 
answercd. This knowledge of  past per- 
formance helps to produce a real as- 
surance of what God urill do. 

THAT ASSURANCE IS FAITH ! 
“Now faith is the substance [margin 

renders i t  confidence or assurance] of  
things hoped for, the evidence of 
things not seen” (Heb. 1 1 :  I ) .  In 
other words, faith is simply the knowl- 
edge and assurance that i f  what we are 
asking is in accord with God’s way, 
we know He will answer. 

“And this is the confidence that we 
have in Him, that, if we ask any thing 
:iccording to His will, H e  heareth us: 
and if we know that H e  hear us, 
whatsoever we ask, we know that we 
have the petitions that we desired of 
Him” ( I  John 5 : 1 4 - 1 5 ) ,  

This is the kind of faith which 
assures us of an answer to our prayers. 
Faith is the realization on our part of 
having met the requirements. It is the 
knowledge we will receive an answer 
one way or the other. But it doesn’t 
mean we will receive a “yes” answer. 
Perhaps God’s will for us is in the 
form of a negative reply. T h e  prayer 
still h ~ s  heen answered. Real faith 
accepts 7ihnterw. the answer may be 
knowing it is the right one. 

We Must Ask 

It sounds a little foolish to say that 
in order to receive an answer we must 
make a request. Yet such is the case. 
W e  don’t expect people in this physi- 
cal life to provide for our needs auto- 
matically without knowing the need. 
They would have to be mind readers, 
and more, to do it. Our Creator is just 
that ~~ HE IS A MIND R E A D E R !  And 
what’s more, H e  can supply the need. 
One  of  the numerous facets of His 
character is the quality of being “om- 
niscient” or all-knowing. H e  knows 
our need before we ever ask (Matt ,  
618). 

Why then d o  we have to bother to 
ask? W h y  doesn’t God supply the need 
as He sees i t ?  

I;irst, we have to ask because we are 
told to. “Ye lust, and have not: ye 
kill, and desire to  have, and cannot 
obtain; ye fight and war, yet ye have 
not, BECAUSE YE ASK NOT. Ye ask, and 
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receive not, because ye ask amiss, that 
ye may consume it upon your lusts” 
(James 4 : 2 - 3 ) .  

Second, God simply doesn’t supply 
our needs automatically. As a loving 
Father, H e  wants His children to rec- 
ognize their need. And H e  wants them 
t o  realize H e  is the One  who can pro- 
vide the need. If we automatically 
have our wants supplied for us, it is 
only a short time before we cease to 
appreciate the things given. Soon, we 
cease to appreciate the Giver. Any 
father enjoys providing good things for 
his children. In  spite of the pleasure 
of providing for a loved one, a physi- 
cal parent wants the child to realize 
who gave it. God is the same. H e  wants 
us to know our wishes are provided 
for  by a loving, generous Father who 
is looking after our welfare. H e  wants 
us to realize that, “Every good gift and 
every perfect gift is f rom above, and 
cometh down from the Father of lights, 
with whom is no variableness, neither 
shadow of turning” (James 1 :17).  

W h e n  we ask our spiritual Father 
for help, a job, health or welfare, we 
acknowledge Him as our Father. That 
acknowledgement Ix-ings honor t u  Him 
and helps us maintain a proper rela- 
tionship with our Creator. 

T h e  fact remains that w e  m//s t  n.rk 
before we receive or can expect to 

receive an answer. “Ask, and it shall be 
given you; seek, and ye shall find; 
knock, and it shall be opened unto you: 

ETH; and he that seeketh findeth; and 
to him that knocketh it shall be 
opened” (Matt. 7 : 7 - 8 ) .  

Strange as it may sound, i f  you 
haven’t received an answer to  prayer, 
perhaps it is because you have never 
asked. Think about it for a minute. 
W h e n  was the last time you sincerely 
asked God to supply a particular need? 
If you aren’t careful, you may be one 
who has limited your Father simply 
because you have never bothered to ask 
Him for your needs. 

F O R  EVERY O N E  THAT ASKETH RECEIV- 

Must Be i n  Right  Att i tude 
You have at some time or another 

asked for something in prayer. Every- 
one has. W h a t  was your attitude in 
asking? W a s  it a demanding “give it 
to me now” attitude? Was  it an “I  

don’t think H e  will, but I’ll ask any- 
way” attitude ? 

All of the points previously men- 
tioned are summarized in one very basic 
scripture which epitomizes an overall 
proper attitude. This one scripture takes 
into account seeking God’s will. It in- 
cludes the other facets of asking in 
faith and in a proper manner because 
all these are necessary in order to hare  
the right attitude. Yet it specifically 
points out the kind of man, woman or 
child God will answer. ‘‘. . . But to this 
m m  will I look, even tci him that is 
poor and of a contrite spirit, and 
trembleth at my word” (Isa.  6 6 : 2 ) .  

Poor? You mean we have to be in 
the lower strata economically speaking 
before God will hear our prayers? 
W h a t  about those people who have 
been blessed financially ? Won’t God 
answer their prayers ? 

The rest of the scripture explains 
what is meant by “poor.” It is describ- 
ing the attitude of humility and sinccr- 
ity found in the true Christian. By 
speaking of a “contrite spirit,” the 
writer is picturing the itdiviclual who 
deeply respects and holds in reverence 
and honor the God (Jf the universe. 
Jesus Christ is said to have been heard 
and answered because H c  feared (Heh.  
5 : 7 ) .  He wasn’t in a continual state 
of trepidation. 

Jcsus knew the absulutc majesty and 
the unimaginable power of His Father. 
He knew and fully understood the over- 
whelming consequence and pc-nalty of 
sin and how sin could keep Him from 
ever rejoining His Father. He knew 
the holiness and righteousness of God’s 
Law. As a result, He revered, honored, 
respected and loved His Father. H e  d s o  
feared being denied access to Him 
through disobedience. Therefore, H e  
feared to sin. 

W e  need to follow His perfect 
example. Real Godly fear is the hegin- 
ning of wisdcrm. “And unto man he 
said, Behold, the fear of the Lord, thii/ 
i, wi.rdom; and T O  IIEPART FROM EVIL 

IS UNDERSTANDING” (Job 28 : 2 8 ) .  The 
proper fear and respect for God causes 
us to depart from evil and to stop 
sinning. 

If this is our hasic attitude, we will 
be attempting to mmifest all the other 
points previously mentioned. In addi- 

tion, we will make our requests and 
then patiently await whatever answer 
God sees fit to provide. W e  will know 
that the answer received will be the one 
which is best for us as a Christian. 

Ask i n  Jesus’ Name 

There is one final point t o  remeinher 
in our communications with our Father. 
Without it a11 the other steps in prayer 
could become ineffectual. I t  is the key 
for tapping all the vast power of the 
universe and putting it at our disposd. 

W e  should make our rcquests in  the 
name of or by the n/ / tho i . i t j  of our 
elder brother Jesus Christ. “And in that 
day ye shall ask me nothing. Verily, 
verily, I say unto y q  WHATSOWER YE 

H e  z r , j / l  girv it J O H .  Hithcrto have ye 
asked nothing in my name: ask, and 
l’e shdl rereizve, that your joy may be 
full” (John 16:23-24) .  

J ~ S L I S  gave an absolute guarantee 
which assurcs us of an answer to prayer 
when properly used. These promises 
were made to the disciples (if Jesus who 
walked and talked daily u i t h  Him. 
They knew Him.  They were familiar 
with and loved Him because they had 
talked hy the hour about the everyday 
things of this physical life as well as 
the things of the World Tomorrow. 
Later when they prayed, t h q  were sure 
H e  would see their prayers were an- 
swered because He was thcir Friend as 
well as their Saviour. H e  told them 
personally, “If you shall ask nu)’ thjrig 
in my name, I W I L L  DO IT” (John 

How about you? Are you really on 
speaking terms with your CreJtor and 
Saviour? If you are, you will be applying 

ry one of these points and you will 
be receiving an answer to your prayers. 
Every one of these promises is ironclad 
for the real servants of Jcsus Christ. 

TODAY! H e  does proridc concrete, de- 
monstrable answers to those who truly 
serve Him.  Are you receiving your 
share? If not, perhaps you are not 
approaching Him in a  pro^^^ manner. 
Or perhaps y o ~ i  aren’t a5 much of a 
Christian as you had thought. Apply 
these principles of prayer and yo“ can 
correct and strengthen your lines of 
communication. God will d o  the rest.

A Team Effort 

It was God in the beginning who 
said, “It is not good that the man 
should be alone; I will make him an 
help meet [suitable or fitting] for him” 
(Gen. 2 : 1 8 ) .  God then “caused a deep 
sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept” 
(Gen. 2 :21 ) .  From the rib which God 
removed from Adam, H e  created the 

first woman ~ Eve - created to be a 
suitable help for her husband. 

Men and women aren’t to compele - 
they are to help each other. God J ~ J J  

so! The  physical goal for every young 
girl is to someday become a part of a 
man-wife TEAM EFFORT. Both learning 
and preparing for their respective parts 
and both looking forward to eventually 
being born into the Kingdom of God.  

Notice I Peter 3:7. Jesus Christ in- 
spired Peter to write, “Likewise, ye hus- 
bands, dwell with them according to 
knowledge, giving hotzonv unto the 
wife, as unto the zcmeakey wrrel  {not a 
jackhammer operator], and AS BEING 

L I F E ;  that your prayers be not hin- 
dered.” 

There’s no sexual discrimination in 
God’s Plan. Men are not “better” than 
women in God’s sight. They are just 
different. But both are looking to the 
same spjrYtiia1 goal. 

Now that we have the ultimate pur- 
poses of women and girls in mind, let’s 
examine some specific areas of how to 
prepare for your responsibilities. God is 
infinitely interested in each of you. You 
are important - z ’ e q  impnitaizt - in 
His eyes.

N o w  for some specific points. 

A Girl Should Be Educated 

Time was when women were thought 
to be not only weaker physicully, but 
weaker metitally. Men were supposed to 
be more scholarly, deeper thinkers - 
the only ones who really needed educa- 
tion. Only in comparatively modern 
times have girls gone to school - espe- 
cially to receive higher education. 

W e  have alieady seen God created 



humans male and female - cohrirs - 
to share life and equally inherit the 
Kingdom of God. 

Therefore, EDUCATION is as impor- 
tant for a girl as it is for a fellow. Be- 
cause of this need for education, Am- 
bassador College was established as a 
coeducatiowl institution. Women, who 
will be working side by side with their 
mates, need training in arts and culture 
as well as more domestic subjects in 
order to be effective partners with their 
husbands. A capable, dedicated man 
with an uneducated woman for a wife 
will have little success leading and in- 
spiring others. 

But the education of a woman should 
iiot be channeled into the same fields of 
education as men. In today’s society, 
women compefe with men in the firlds 
of mathematics, science, even building 
and construction. This is not the kind 
of education women should pursue. 

Tests over many years have shown 
there is no basic difference between the 
intelligence level (what we call I.Q.) of 
men and women. Women are able to 
learn and retain facts, assimilate and use 
them in equal proportion to  men. The 
difference is not in mental agility - the 
difference is in God’s intention. Re- 
member, when God created Adam and 
Eve, He  said of the woman, “I will 
make him an help meet [suitable or 
fitting} for him.” A woman’s education 
should compleme~it - not compete 
with - the education and physical job 
responsibilities of the man. Society and 
our modern educational institutions 
have not understood this vital principle. 

In basic fundamental understanding 
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and in the liberal arts, men and women 
should share learning and experiences 
- in subjects such as English com- 
position, music and history. Men and 
women need to have a common bond of 
knowledge. Otherwise, they have nolh- 
i) lg in common. 

The  specialized education a man will 
follow in preparing for a jub in engi- 
neering or science is totally different 
from the training and calling of a 
woman. A woman should be thoroughly 
trained in domestic sciences (home eco- 
nomics), family management and plan- 
ning. At Ambassador our young women 
prepare for responsible lives learning 
the basics of home management, rearing 
children and preparing to be inspiring 
helps to their future husbands. 

Vocational Tra in ing  Not Wrong 

l h i s  does ?lo/ meair thiit womeir 
J-honhi iiot preprnw f o r  ii socntioii! 

Many women Ambassador graduates, 
for example, also prepare for fields in 
teaching and secretarial training. Others 
prepare to be home economics instruc- 
tors or work in the fields of music and 
art. Marriage is not always the inznze- 
dinte goal o f  a young woman of college 
age, therefore women should prepare 
for  responsible positions and jobs after 
graduation from high school or college. 
But their d t i m i f e  calling and responsi- 
bility should be to become a loving wife 
and later a mother. N o t  vice versa, as is 
far too often the case. 

In ancient times, girls were never 
educated to become proper wives and 
mothers. They were kept in ignorance 
spawned by superstition. In modern 
times, the “emancipated” modern wife, 
unencumbered hy  the taboos of tradi- 
tion, has been educated - hut is no 
longer competent to be a wife and 
mot her. 

The  divorce courts with their stock- 
pile of statistics are living witness 
against the system we have created. But 
you do not have to be one of these sta- 
tistics! You can be an educated, bal- 
anced, proper young woman, if you re- 
alize your purpose and set out to accom- 
plish your life patterned after the laws 
of Almighty God. 

Education is not the ,/’ii/nl step for  
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young girls prepmng for wommhood.  
It is really only the hmir FOUNL)ATION.

A Gir l  Should Be Beautiful 

It may come as a real shock to you, 
but BEAUTY is a prime considerdtion for 
a girl. But then, doesn’t e w q  girl want 
to be beautiful o r  pretty? 

And,  is that wrong? 
Of course, bemiy for the s&e of van- 

ity and selfishness is nut God’s way. If 
the skin of a person’s face happens to 
he stretched just right and she is 
ravishingly beautiful, myriad problems 
htset the poor girl. She may be the m o ~ /  
pnp//lni ,  girl in school ~ only to be the 
most divorced later in life! 

Witness Hollywood’s most promi- 
nent “sex symbols.” 

But simply because scores of beau- 
tiful u.omen 1i;ive led mi.rer~l//e and 
wretched lives doesn’t mean beauty hiis 
to lead to unhat 3 1 >mess. . 

True b a u t y  is gwd. Let’s see some 
Biblical examples.

A Biblical Beauty Queen  

One of the most outstanding exam- 
ples is Sarah, the wife of God’s servant, 
Ahraham. If you remember the account 
in chapter twelve of Genesis, God told 
Abraham he would inherit J p’eut and 
woiiderj/ /I  land. But a famine had come 
and Abraham had to more into Egypt to 
care for his family (verse l o ) .  

Before entering Egypt, Abraham 
warned his wife about a potential prob- 
lem. H e  knew the Egyptians would im- 
mediately notice her beauty and would 
perhaps kill him so they could take 
Sarah (verses 11 -12> .  

And sure enough, when they reached 
Egypt, it came to pass, “. . . t h e  Egyp- 
tians beheld the woman that she was 
z ’ e q  fnii-” (verse 14) .  Pharaoh himself 
- a man surrounded by beautiful 
women - selected Sarah to be his wife 
and was willing to purchase her from 
Abraham. However, God did not allow 
it. That would be adultery. The point 
is, Sarah was so striking, the ERjpfiniz 
Phnrnoh wanted her for hi, i ~ i f e .

How many seventy-year-old women 
have you ever known who ~ ~ o u l d  cause 
such ‘1 stir? Pharaoh’s designs certainly 
lend stt,ikiii,y testimony to her personal 
beauty. 

Another outstanding woman from 
Biblical times was Ruth. Ruth was a 
widow out gleaning the grain left over 
from harvest, when Boaz ( a  we.ilthy 
Jewish landowner) first noticed her. 
You can, and should read this account 
in Ruth. It’s a very short book. 

Ruth’s appearance was s o  impressive, 
Boaz had to stop and ask who she was. 
i f  you are really realistic, you Ruoz(. 
Ruth was not a 2l7-pound, waddling 
nightmare with a raucous voice which 
would drown ou t  a foghorn. And re- 
meniher, she was zc,ot.kiiig. 

She certainly must have been a capti- 
viiting picture of beauty to s o  attract 
Boaz. And he was sc) struck by her he 
would Liter mwry the beautiful Moa- 
bitess who had come with her mother- 
in-law, Naonii, to live with the people 
of Israel. 

Esther Saves a Nation 

Yet another example of a I~eautiful 
woman in the Word  of God is a woman 
responsible for an entire nation o f  
people existing today who may other- 
wise have been killed. God devotes an 
entire book to her life and her part in 
history - the book of Esther. 

Every girl should make a study of the 
hook of Esther. We don’t have space 
to expound it here. But y o u  may recall 
King  Ahasuerus desired to marry the 
most heautiful woman in the land. 
There had been a conspiracy against the 
Jews at that time and God used the 
beauty (if a woman - as well as her 
inspiring attitude which made her tr,uII’ 
beautiful - to save His people. 

Becoming the wife of a king was a 
very great privilege and Esther prepared 
d i i i ~e i i t l )  to present herself in the most 
attractive way possible. Notice Esther 
2 :12 ,  “Now when every maid’s turn 
was come to go in to king Ahasuerus, 
after that she had been ~rcrltme months, 
according to the manner of the women, 

(for so were the days uf their 
purifications accomplished, to wit, six 
months n i t h  oil of myrrh, and six 
months with sweet odours, and with 
other things for  the purifying of the 
women) .” 

No doubt Esther was a gorgeous girl. 
But notice the examples of the intense 
personal care. She literally spent solid 
)em. getting ready for marriage. 

T h e  result ? 
“And the king loved Esther above all 

the women, and she obtained grace and 
favour in his sight more than all the 
virgins; so that he set the royal crown 
upon her head, and made her queen in- 
stead of Vashti” (Esther 2 : 1 7 ) .  It paid 
for Esther to spend time becoming 
benutiful. i t  will for you, too! 

In  these specific examples (there are 
numerous other examples similar to 
these in the Bible), a beautiful woman 
played a very important part in God’s 
plan. However, their beauty was a clean, 
fresh, fragrant, well-groomed, natural 
beauty. You can be certain it was m t  a 
modern c o n ~ m e i ~ r ~ n l  beauty of paint, 
false eyelashes, pancake makeup and 
wigs ! 

The Bible records the account of an- 
other beautiful woman - Jezebel. But 
she put  her beauty on in the morning 
and it all came off just before she went 
to bed. Inside she was a vehement, insi- 
dious, caustic, hateful hag. Her beauty 
from a battery of jars was designed to 
sed/ice men (see I1 Kings 9,  especially 
verse 30). 

Jezebel’s heart was absolutely foul 
and rotten. S h e A p g h t  the life of one 
of God’s greatest servants of all time - 
Elijah. And  she would have killed him 
had God not intervened. 

She suffered a hideous death for  her 
rotten ways. She ended up eaten by 
dogs. C o d  was tot‘illj unimpressed with 
her brand of “beauty.” 

But righteous, faithful women God 
records had a natural beauty. They cared 
for themselves with personal habits of 
c-leanliness, grooming and clothes selec- 
tion. In every case what was most 
BEAI‘TIFC’L was their mental ontlook 
and ntlitudr. 

Your Par t  in Beauty 

How does all this apply to young 
girls and young women today? 

Mothers should teach their daughters 
what real beauty - G E N U I N E  beauty - 
is. A i d  mothers should set #he pace in 
e.wmple! Being overweight, having 
poor personal hygiene, heing unkempt 
and disorganized detract from true femi- 
ninity. A really beaiitiful woman, prop- 
erly motivated, can he truly inspiring. 

Learn boil, to take care of yourself. 
Learn to dress properly and look sharp. 
Watch what you eat. Weight problems 
and facial blemishes can largely be con- 
trolled by diet. You should also write 
for a booklet entitled Tine IV’oinnii- 
hood - I s  it a Lost Cause? It’s free, 
o f  course. 

Before leaving the subject, a word 
should certainly be given to all girls and 
women about hdiv cave. T h e  Bible 
plainly states a woman’s hair is given to 
be a vital part of beauty. “But if a 
woman have loiig hnit., it is A GLORY TO 

H E R :  for her hair is given her for a cov- 
ering” (I  Cor. 11:15). 

Long hair on a man is unequivocally 
wrong and it is a shame for a man to 
have such hair ( I  Cor. 11 : 14). 

The opposite is true of a girl. Long 
hair is a crowning glory and a man- 
datory part of true beauty. Contrary to 
the beliefs of many people, there is not 
a single scripture in the Bible which 
says, “Thou shalt put n o  scissors to thy . 
hair.” The  instruction from God’s 
W o r d  is that a woman should have 
properly long hair. It does not say a 
woman’s hair length must be to the 
middle of her back. Rather, God says, it 
is a “covering.” Hair styles are very per- 
sonal and individual - and certainly a 
zrery impoi.tan/ part of how to be a girl. 

This brings 11s to the next major qual- 
ity. 

A Gir l  Should Be Pure 

If anything typifies, symbolizes, and 
represents our modern twentieth-century 
youth, it is sexual ljceirtio/isness and 
freedom. A young person is just not 
“in” unless he or she has an affair (or  
teii a f a i ~ , )  prior to marriage. Sex 
“counselors” encourage pre-marital sex 
experimentation to  “check out com- 
patibility.” You’re a total “square” i f  
you don’t neck, pet, or go  all the way. 

But again, what are the fruits of this 
moral degeneracy ? 

T h e  fruits are illegitimacy, venereal 
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disease, warped and twisted minds. And 
if you disagree with the facts, the 
mountainous proof, the incontrovertible 
evidence - that’s your problem. It’s 
your prerogative - but it doesn’t make 
you right. 

Virginity - A n  Obsolete Word? 

You remember what kind of woman 
Esther was? She was not only a beau- 
tiful woman - she was a vitgiiz. She 
had not compromised with God’s laws 
and was able to present herself in mar- 
riage pure and clean (Esther 2 : 17). 

How about you? * 

Will  you present yourself a pure, 
clean and chaste young woman at the 
time of your marriage. Fewer and fewer 
in our permissive society can say they 
are virgins at the time of their marriage. 

Reports and estimates vary, but it cer- 
tainly can be assumed that well over 
sixty percent of all young brides have 
had premarital sex relations. Other 
authorities put the figures as high as 

W h a t  a testimony against our society ! 
You have to decide, girls, whether or 

not you’ll be on the short end of the 
statistics. You’ll have to decide if you 
will buck the crowd and put up  with the 
taunting derision, being called “gran- 
nie” in the school halls by those who 
experience and practice “free love.” 

But, listen, it will be well worth it to 
your entire fivture l i fe - to your future 
husband and to your future children. 

It means you will have to resist the 
steady pressure of the insistent and 
selfish “lines” of young men. It  means 
“slapping the fire out of” the first fel- 
low who tries to lay a hand on you and 
avoiding dates with the wro?zg kind of 
young men with nothing hut SEX on 
their minds! You’ll only have to slap 
one - maybe two - because word like 
that really gets around, girls. I>on’t ever 
give in - no matter what anyone r a ~ s .  
Think of what you have to lose! 

NOW for  our fourth and final point in 
developing a young girl into true wom- 
anhood. 

EIGHTY PERCENT. 

A W o m a n  Should Be Trained  to 
Be a Keeper  a t  H o m e  

We have already seen how God 
created mankind male and female - a 

team t o  function together. The  Bible 
record gives God’s principle, ‘‘. . . she 
shall be called Woman, because she was 
taken out of Man. Therefore shall a 
man leave his father and his mother, 
and shall cleave unto his wife: and they 
shall be one flesh” (Gen. 2 : 2 3 - 2 4 ) .  
Since almost every young girl is going’! 
to become a wife one day, isn’t it logical 
that her training and upbringing should 
qualify her and prepare her for this time 
in life? 

T h e  Bible plainly states the older 
women should “teach the young women 
to be sober, to love their husbands, to 
love their children, to be discreet, 
chaste, K E E P E R S  AT HOME, Rood, 
obedient to their own husbands, that the 
word of God be not blasphemed” 
(Titus 2:4-5). 

God did not create woman to be a 
competitive counterpart to the male. 
Each was created with a purpose and 
equipped with abilities and talents to 
fulfill those purposes. 

T h e  man is to earn the living. He was 
created to work in the hot sun - to till 
the ground, build the factories, produce 
from the earth. 

The  woman was created to com- 
plement, supplement, inspire and help 
the man in fulfilling that purpose while 
she f u n d o n s  in her own abilities. What  
a different world it would be if every- 
one understood this 017e vital point of  
knowledge. 

Unfortunately, the world doesn’t un- 
derstand. But JOII can zri7dei.stand. Yorr 
can put these principles into practice in 
your life - you teen-agers, especially 
you young girls reading this article, can 
prepare for your place in Tomorrow’s 
World with the knowledge you are 
gaining through the pages of this maga- 
tine. 

But  Is I t  W o r t h  It? 

Is it worth it to forsake the “fun” of 
the teen years? Is it worth it to keep 
yourself morally pure and to prepare for 
adulthood?

G e t  All the  Scriptures 

No one scripture can of i tself ,  taken 
OUT of rmifPx/. he used to establish the 
Truth. “Knowing this first, that no 
prophecy of the scripture is of any p i . ; -  

z’ate interpretation” (I1 Peter 1 : 2 0 ) .  

God has p ~ i t  His Bible together in a 
very unusual manner. H e  has written it 
so that men could study it intricately in 
its original languages, poring over its 
pages for their entire lifetime ~ m d  
yet IzeI,ei‘ ronie lo  n knoir,leiifqe of the 

Twth .  Many people have memorized 
great sections of the Bible and yet not 
come to realize what those sections 
mean. You must take the whole Bible in 
its entire context, getting nll of the 
s r r ip t imr  in that Bible O I I  MJ m e  .rub- 
jerf BEFORE you can come to the knowl- 
edge of that particular suhject from 
God’s point of view. 

“Whom shall H e  teach knowledge? 
and whom shall He make to understand 
doctrine? them that are weaned from 
the milk, and drawn from the breasts.

The King James Version was written 
358 years ago. In the time since, the 
English language has undergone many 
changes. Sometimes those texts ah ich  
are vague and unclear in the King James 
can be cleared up  very easily by just 
reading a 1120i’e moiier.it J l ’ m  r l ; i / j~ i?~  siich 
as the hlofffatt o r  the Revised Standard 
Version.
